This standard is an adoption and is identical to D562-10 (Reapproved 2023) Standard Test Method for  
Consistency of Paints Measuring Krebs Unit (KU) Viscosity Using a Stormer-Type Viscometer published by ASTM 
International (ASTM). 
 
Scope of the standard 
 
1.1 This test method covers the measurement of Krebs Unit (KU) viscosity to evaluate the consistency of paints 

and related coatings using the Stormer-type viscometer. 
 

1.2 The values stated in SI units are to be regarded as the standard. The values given in parentheses are for 
information only. 

 
1.3 This standard does not purport to address all of the safety concerns, if any, associated with its use. It is the
